IL RN 2012 Licensure Renewal

            RN licenses expire May 31, 2012.  Mailing of yellow renewal postcards with IL RN license and PIN number is complete. You may also renew IL RN license utilizing your current IL RN license number, date of birth and social security number. You may also continue to check the Department’s website (www.idfpr.com) to learn when your license is in renewal.  The website will have complete instructions on how to renew your license online using a credit card and additional information regarding renewal requirements.

            No Phone renewal for 2012 IL RN licensure renewal: licensure renewal must be completed by the end of next month, please complete internet credit card renewal. 

The Department has received many inquiries regarding continuing education and in particular the upcoming RN license renewal on May 31, 2012. Illinois law requires each licensee of the Division of Professional Regulation to keep the agency notified of his/her current address.  An address change may be made via an online process on the Department website:  https://www.idfpr.com/applications/LicenseReprint/   Or submit written requests to: IDFPR, Division of Professional Regulation – LMU1, 320 W. Washington Street, 3rd Floor, Springfield, IL 62786.
Change of name CANNOT be made via an online process. If your name has changed, you must submit a written notice to the Department at the address listed above and include documentation of the name change (marriage license, court order, or divorce decree). There may be a fee for this service.

Schedule II Changes for Controlled Substances Licenses for Advanced Practice nurses and Physician Assistants

            A physician may delegate limited prescriptive authority to an advanced practice nurse (APN) or a physician assistant (PA) which may include prescribing and dispensing of legend drugs and controlled substances categorized as Schedule II, III, IV or V controlled substances, as defined by the IL Controlled Substances Act.  Public Act 097-0358 is amended regarding  specific Schedule II controlled substances by oral dosage or topical or transdermal application; please see resource document on the IDFPR Nurses page, Section “What’s New”, the last topic highlighted in red: http://www.idfpr.com/profs/info/Nursing.asp
